Since eur Clambar prazndtes
the common economic interests of all the commercial enterprises in our community, contributions from members and others are considered as membership support of our
goals and activities. The MACC is prevented by policy from direct contributions to 501 (c)(3) organizations, except in the case of provided services. The MACC is allowed to
engage in only limited advocacy activities that may inform, educate, and promote our mission. The MACC is prevented by policy from endorsing any candidate for public
office or supporting any public issue or cause. We may not engage in direct expenditures advocating a vote for a political candidate or cause. Therefore, contributions are
not required to be disclosed in the way they might be when you give to political organizations. See your tax advisor for specific details.
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
