The show during Spring Fling
weekend is now always on the first Saturday in May and continues in 2009 in its 26"
year, hosted by the Mason Area Chamber of Commerce.

to 4:30 p.m., rain or shine. It is well known as
a “community gathering” event where
residents can meet and greet their friends and
neighbors.  Events such as these bring
attention to the Mason community, bring
people into the area to visit and shop, and
bring a fun social event to Mason area
residents and visitors.

The list has grown for the many other
special events during Spring Fling weekend.
Spring Fling starts off on April 30" with three
Thursday Chamber of Commerce events,
including Good Morning Mason starting at
7:15 AM at the Fairgrounds Community
Building; “Chamber 101”7  Member
Orientation taking place at 8:30 AM right
after Good Morning Mason; and a karaoke
informal “TGI Thursday” mixer at City
Limits Sports Grill from 5 to 8 PM to start off the 2™ “Mason Area Idol” activities.

A “grand opening” MACC Ambassadors ribbon cutting will be held on Friday, May
1 at 4:00 PM. for the new location of Central Solutions, Inc. at 119 E. Maple Street in
downtown Mason. Friday will also mark the start of the three-day grand opening of
the Mason Flea Market at Columbia and Lansing Streets in Mason. The Mason
Rotary Club will have a steak dinner fundraiser near Bestsellers Books & Coffee on
Jefferson Street downtown on Friday starting at 5 PM. The big 21* annual Mason
State Bank 5K that benefits the Mason Public Schools Foundation will start
downtown on Maple Street that Friday evening at 7 PM.

During the Courthouse Show on Saturday, May 2™, magicians will be performing
on the west side of the Courthouse, sponsored by LAFCU. That’s near the “Kids’
Korral” children’s activity area with make-it-take-it crafts, the Potter Park Zoo outreach
booth, bounce house, kiddie train and ride — all this will be on the sidewalk near the
flagpole on that same west side of the Courthouse. Admission is charged for the
Mason RailTime Adventures kids’ rides. Other entertainment will be on Maple Street
in front of the Hilliard Building on the north side of the Courthouse, where the Ruhala
Performing Arts Center will have a free show at 11 AM, sponsored by Ware’s
Pharmacy. The Mason First Presbyterian Church at 131 E. Maple Street in the
downtown will also have tours from 9 AM to 4 PM on Saturday, in celebration of their
150™ anniversary.

Many more things happen on Saturday outside of Courthouse Square. The Mason
Area Historical Society will have their Pie Sale at Mason Area Historical Museum,
200 E. Oak Street in Mason, starting 10 AM. The Masonic Lodge will offer free tours
and free lunch at their location -- the corner of Temple and Columbia Streets. The CBI
program at Mason High School, 1001 S. Barnes Street, will host a craft show at the
school from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. Later at Mason High School there will be a “Coffee
House” at the cafeteria from 7 to 10 PM with music and poetry readings.
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The Friends of the Mason Library will hold
their semi-annual book sale at the Mason Library,
145 W. Ash Street from 10:00 a.m. through 4:00
p.m. Right across from the library, Mason’s
Firefighters will have a fundraising benefit cut-a-
thon at Ara Bella Salon at 138 W. Ash Street
from 10:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The Rotary Club of
Mason will have their annual Duck Race on
Sycamore Creek near Lee Austin Park on Ash
Street just west of the City Hall at 12 noon.

Mason’s Spring Fling concludes on Sunday,
May 3 with a pancake breakfast at the Masonic
Center at 840 E. Columbia Street from 8:00 a.m. to
1:00 p.m. Adult cost is $6.00, children are less.
Mason’s Spring Fling organizers also extend an
invitation to attend Sunday services at any of the
many churches in the Mason area.
