Ingrid Nova of the City of Mason, chair of the Mason Area Chamber of 

Commerceôs Spring Fling & Down Home Days committee says that ñour estimates are 

that between 4,000 and 6,000 people attend this show each year.ò  She also notes that 

ñthe show features a mix of arts and crafts, food vendors, community groups and other 

booths.ò  The Courthouse Show runs from 9 AM to 4:30 PM on Saturday only.   A 

ñKidsô Korralò childrenôs activity area will be located near the west Courthouse steps.  

Admission is charged for the train ride and bounce house.

annual duck race on Sycamore Creek near Lee 

Austin Park on Ash Street, just west of the Mason City Hall,  at 12:30 PM.  Select 

Mason area businesses will also have their sidewalk sales on Saturday.  Many 

homeowners will participate in a city-wide rummage sale throughout Mason 

neighborhoods during the Spring Fling weekend.  Masonôs Spring Fling organizers also 

extend an invitation to attend Sunday services at one of the many churches in the 

Mason area.

Last 

year there were 167 lambs in their barn!  You will  be able 

to see lambs from 3 weeks old to newborn, maybe hours 

old.  Sheep barn activities include an animal viewing area 

with lambs, goats, calves, and miniature horses and 

donkeys.  Have your picture taken holding a lamb.  In the 

Event Barn, kids can color seasonal pictures, dye their own 

piece of wool, and have their faces painted.  There will be 

kidsô games inside and giant sling shots outside.     

   Craftspeople will be there doing demonstrations 

of weaving, spinning and felting with wool. There will be 

woolen items for sale which include raw wool, pelts, 

roving, yarn, socks, dog beds, natural wool cat toys, and 

much more.

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HERE ARE TIPS TO HELP YOUR 
BUSINESS  WEATHER  A   STORM 
by Consumers Energy 
 

   Be prepared to safely weather any Michigan storm or emergency. 

These tips will help you and your business so youôre not in the dark 

during a power outage. For more information, visit the 

www.ConsumersEnergy.com/outagecenter website. 
 

1. Understand your businessesô priorities following a power outage or 
disaster and make plans that address immediate (first few hours), near-
term (first day or two) and long-term (week or longer) needs and 
actions. 

2. Develop plans to ensure critical business processes can continue during 
a power outage or emergency.  

3. If you have equipment that cannot be disrupted even for short periods, 
such as a computer or sump pump, install a battery back-up system or 
generator. 

4. When using a generator, make sure it is properly installed by a licensed 
electrician, for the safety of lineworkers and other emergency 
responders who may come near power lines. Never use your generator 
in a basement, breezeway, and attached garage or near any fresh-air 
intakes, windows or doors to prevent deadly carbon monoxide from 
entering your home or business. 

5. Develop a communications plan for employees, customers and 
suppliers. Think about how you would serve your customers and 
coordinate with your employees and suppliers even if your facilities 
were closed or you cannot get to work. 

6. Keep adequate emergency supplies at work, such as battery powered 
flashlights, radios, extra batteries and first aid kits.  

7. Encourage your employees to be prepared at home. Employees who feel 
their families are unprepared are unlikely to report to work to help the 
business respond or recover. 

8. Visit www.Ready.Gov for more information on developing business 
continuity plans that can help your business be prepared for any disaster. 

9. If you lose power, report it immediately: 
a. Web page: www.ConsumersEnergy.com/outagecenter or 

www.ConsumersEnergy.com/outagemap: report outage, get 
estimated time of restoration (ETR) updates, view outages on outage 
map. 

b. Mobile page: www.ConsumersEnergy.com from a smartphone: report 
outage, get ETR updates, view outages on outage map. While your 
home or business may be out of power, the outage map can also be 
accessed using a smartphone or tablet or at another location that has 
power.  

c. Calling Consumers Energy at (800) 477-5050: report outage, get 
ETR updates. 

10. Stay away from down or sagging power lines and any debris that might 
be entangled with power lines.   
a. Stay at least 25 feet away from all downed wires. Always assume 
they are ñliveò and potentially deadly.  If you see any downed power 
lines, Call Consumers Energy at 1-800-477-5050 or your local law 
enforcement agency immediately. 

b. Donôt touch anything a power line may be touching; including trees, 
fences and puddles. A good rule is if you are in a safe location (like 
your house or car), stay there and make sure you notify Consumers 
Energy.  

c. Donôt attempt to remove limbs or other debris from lines. 
d. Donôt interfere with utility crews while they are working. 
e. Keep one light ñonò so youôll know when your electricity has been 

restored. 
11. If power is lost, switch electronic devices such as cell phones to a power 

saving mode and keep all non-essential calls to a minimum to prolong 
battery life.  

12. Donôt travel unless necessary. If you have to leave your business, turn 
the main breaker off.  This will reduce the chance of damage to 
equipment and safety problems if power is restored while youôre away. 

13. After a storm, limit non-essential travel to avoid going into hazardous 
areas and avoid obstructing restoration efforts.  

14. Follow your companyôs communication and emergency plans until back 
to normal operations. 

15. Check for damage to the mast that holds the electric service wires to 
your business, but do not touch any of the equipment and watch for 
downed wires. Consumers Energy crews will reconnect the wires to 
your business, but only a licensed electrician can repair or replace a 
mast or cable.  

   Be prepared. Businesses that recover faster, help the whole 

community recover faster.

 anniversary Spring Fling Courthouse Show on May 4, 2013 and our 40

th
 anniversary Down Home Days Courthouse Show on 

September 21, 2013 are both outdoor shows held around the Ingham County Courthouse in downtown Mason and are held rain or shine.  

Show hours are 9 AM to 4:30 PM.  The 131 lawn and 18 street spaces are 10' x 10' and the fee is $60.00 per space.  Exhibitors may set up 

any time after 6 AM on the day of the show.  This show is non-juried and applications are accepted on a first come, first served basis until 

all booth spaces are reserved or until 3:00 p.m. on the Thursday before each show, whichever comes first.  No electricity is available.  No 

tables or canopies are provided.  No carpeting or flooring of any kind on the lawn spaces is allowed.  Whenever possible, we ask that you 

set up 18 inches in from the sidewalk to avoid sprinkler lines. 
 

You will receive a postcard confirming your exact booth space after March 15th for Spring Fling and after July 15th for Down Home 

Days.  Local and state governments have requested that we furnish them with the sales tax license numbers of our exhibitors.  The City of 

Mason has requested that we furnish them with the vehicle license numbers of our exhibitors, as parking all day in two-hour spots is 

prohibited.  There is a space on the application form for you to provide those numbers.  If you need to get a sales tax number, you may 

contact the Michigan Department of Treasury at 517-636-4660 or apply online through the www.michigan.gov website.  There are also 

separate availability, fees, applications and procedures for a small and limited number of food vendors.  Please contact the Chamber for 

information and food vendor applications. 
 

If you were an exhibitor at the Spring Fling Courthouse Show in 2012, you may have your same booth space in 2013 if we receive your 

application and payment by March 15, 2013.  If you were an exhibitor at the Down Home Days Courthouse Show in 2012, you may have 

your same booth space in 2013 if we receive your application and payment by July 15, 2013.  This year, we will again be assigning new 

vendors in three sections in each show: ñArtisanôs Rowò for arts & crafts, ñCommunity Cornerò for local groups, and ñEast Marketò for 

flea market and manufactured items.  Only one vendor for certain manufactured items is allowed (i.e. Tupperware, Mary Kay, etc.). 

Requests for Spring Fling Courthouse Show refunds will be honored, less a $10 handling fee until April 1, 2013.  Requests for Down 

Home Days Courthouse Show refunds will be honored, less a $10 handling fee until August 15, 2013.  To participate in one or both of 

these shows, complete the form on this page, make your check payable to MACC and mail it right away!
