   Net proceeds of the raffle will benefit the Mason Area Chamber of Commerceôs 

ñHometown U.S.A.ò fund which helps provide new Christmas decorations.  This year 

the funds are dedicated to ñkeep the big tree litò in front of the Ingham County 

Courthouse on the day after Thanksgiving.   

   ñEveryone in the community can afford to participate in this important fundraising 

effort,ò says MACC past president and Raffle Committee chair Andrew Serratelli of 

Dart  Container Corporation.  ñIt costs about a dollar for each bulb, so we need 

everyoneôs help.  The chance of winning up to $15,000 cash is also a great incentive for 

making a small $10 personal investment in the Mason area.ò 
 
 

   This fundraiser is one of the very few times 

that the Mason Area Chamber actively solicits 

individuals for contributions.  Usually, the 

Chamberôs projects are supported by 

businesses and organizations in the community through sponsorships.   

   Tickets are available from Chamber volunteers throughout the Mason community.  

MACC raffle tickets are also available, while they last, at the Chamber office, which is at 

148 E. Ash Street in downtown Mason, from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. weekdays.   
   If at least 3000 of the 4000 available tickets are sold, the prize will be $15,000 

maximum.  If less than 3000 are sold in advance of the drawing, the raffle reverts to a 

ñ50/50 basis,ò with a minimum prize of $3,000.  As always, applicable taxes are the 

responsibility of the winner.  You need not be present to win the top prizes.   

   The drawing event is on Thursday, October 9, 2014 at Extra!   The doors open at 5:00 

p.m. for cash bar and snacks.   Dinner will not be provided, but hors dôoeuvres, snacks 

and soft drinks will be served.  Entertainment will be provided by regular drawings for 

door prizes.

Presbyterian Church, got together to publish a cookbook.  Their goal was 
to raise money for a new church. The Mason Area Historical Society, as a 
tribute to these women, has republished their cookbook.  
   It is full of recipes for things like escalloped eggs, plum float and veal a 

la tomatoes. It has hints for problems like ñhow to care for a person who has 
faintedò and tips like ñstrong coffee should be added to starch for colored 
clothes.ò  There are also advertisements from the local businesses of that 
day.  Farriers, milliners, and dealers in fine carriages and more all supported 
the women in their efforts. 
   The cookbook is for sale for $15 at Wares Pharmacy, Bestsellers 

Bookstore, Maple Street Mall, and the Mason Area Historical Museum. 
Also available is a 2015 calendar featuring photos of early Mason for $10.
