The Mason Orchestral Society  is pleased to announce the presentation of the 
Requiem Mass in D Minor by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart.  The concert will be a 
collaboration of the Mason Symphony Orchestra , the Arts Chorale of Greater 
Lansing and the Steiner Chorale.  Mr. Timothy Krohn, in his first season as 
conductor and musical director for the Mason Symphony Orchestra , will conduct 
the combined groups.   The Requiem Mass in D minor was composed in Vienna in 
1791.  While the piece credits Mozart as the composer, the work was unfinished at 
the time of his death.   Requiem was later completed by Franz Xaver Süssmayr, a 
student of Mozart, for the requiem mass commemorating the death of Count Franz 
von Walsegg's wife.   To this day, much debate surrounds the work regarding how 
much was actually composed by Mozart.   Requiem will be presented on Sunday, 
March 27, 2011 at 4:00 p.m. at Our Savior Lutheran Church, 7910 E. St. Joe 
Highway, west of  Lansing.  There is no fee for admission; however, tax -deductible 
donations are greatly appreciated.  The Mason Orchestral Society (MOS)  is a non-
profit community orchestra made up of students and adult musicians from around 
the Lansing area.  The society sponsors three ensembles: t he Symphony 
Orchestra , the Chamber Orchestra , and the Philharmonic .  Additional 
information about MOS activities and events can be found on the society's website 
at www.masonorchestras.org.

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Ingham County Adds New Fees on Range of Businesses     

  
 ...most dealing with toxic substances will be affected  

   
The Ingham County Board of Commissioners  voted 12-3 to add a series of new 
fees on county businesses, ranging from Davis Automotive  to Granger to 
Americhem and other  businesses that deal with toxic substances.   The so-called 
P2 fee and reporting system was adopted despite staunch opposition from local 
and statewide business groups, who argued that the fees and potenti al fines harm 
business growth and the regulations duplicate existing federal and state efforts. 
"The business community is still concerned with the financial and reporting burden 
this puts on both small and large businesses," said Kristin Beltzer of the Lansing 
Regional Chamber of Commerce . "Commissioners know the regulation is not 
perfect, but they felt they needed to move it and get it on the books. We know 
that this could clearly make Ingham County  a less attractive and competitive 
region to do business."
